Specific Claims - Hog Island Update

Following a multi-year process involving
independent studies and valuation negotiations,
including exchange of verbal offers and counter

offers, a letter of offer was received by the
Councils in February 2025. The offer has been
accepted by the Councils and the process of
communication and planning for a community
vote will now begin. A final settlement agreement
is not finalized until a successful majority
community vote.

The global offer of 18MIL includes negotiations
funding support and ratification costs, with the
total amount available for settlement of 17.5MIL.

The global without prejudice offer allows for the
purchase of replacement lands that can be
submitted to the Additions to Reserve process
should the First Nations choose to do so. A final
determination as to use or distribution of the
settlement has not been made, and a final
agreement is subject to community ratification.

The community will be holding community
meetings in March to share more information on
this process and to discuss the next steps.

Courtney Sark Courtney started with Abegweit in September 2024 in the Lands Department
Land Planning Intern as a Land Planning Intern. She will be continuing the work that Zach Gould
Land Management started with the Land Code and will be creating a Land Use Plan for Scotchfort,
Rocky Point and Morell. This Land Use Plan will provide guidance to the Band
on the best uses of reserve lands and resources by locking at the impact any
change will have on the community, the economy, and the environment. Keep
an eye out for future notices looking for community input on land use!
